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Warning signs

If the following signs or symptoms occur, you must call the
hematology unit:

Infection:
*  Temperature higher than 38°C
«  Chills

Persistent complaints:

*  Vomiting for more than 24 hours

* Diarrhea for more than 24 hours and/or more than 4 times a day
»  Constipation during more than 3 days

Bleeding:

* A nosebleed or wounds that do not stop bleeding after 30 minutes
*  Blood in urine and/or stool

*  Coughing up blood or vomiting blood

*  Spontaneous bruises (not caused by injury or fall)

Other symptoms:

*  Shortness of breath

* A swollen arm on the side of your catheter

* A rash on half or more of your body

*  Drowsiness or confusion

*  Painful skin area with small red bumps and/or blisters

In case of acute problems:

* Call the emergency services (112).

* Have yourself taken to the nearest hospital.

*  Ask to contact the hematology on-call service of UZ Leuven
as soon as possible to forward your medical file.
